WORK

· The first few days we’ll go through the starter unit fairly quickly, focusing our attention on basic aspects of English grammar that may need revision and consolidation.

· From unit 1 onwards, we’ll cover all the sections of each unit much more thoroughly, so please make sure you do the activities BEFORE and AFTER each lesson so that you can benefit from the practice in class. The workbook will help you consolidate everything you learn in the textbook.

· We’ll practise and EVALUATE all the aspects of language learning: structures, vocabulary, reading comprehension, listening comprehension, speaking and writing.

· For practical reasons, special attention will be paid to your reading and writing skills.

EVALUATION

The marking scheme will be the following:

 Tests will provide 80% of the evaluation and they include:

a) Grammar and Vocabulary  (30%)

b) Reading Comprehension  (20%)

c) Listening C.  (10%)

d) Speaking  (10%)
e) Writing   (30% )

The remaining 20% will be provided by classwork and homework
· Attendance is important and is included in the evaluation.

· In the 3rd term we may use  slighltly different evaluation criteria in concordance to the ones used in the selectividad exam.
